1.0. INTRODUCTION:

The Center for Health, Human Rights, and
Development (CEHURD) with funding from the
European Union through the Office of the Prime
Minister under the Development Initiative for
Northern Uganda (DINU) wishes to hire a
consultant to conduct an endline evaluation for
the Legal Empowerment and  Social
Accountability (LESA) action. CEHURD in
partnership with  Partners in  Community
Transformation (PICOT) has been implementing
the LESA action since January 2020 in the
districts of Koboko and Maracha. The LESA
action is an Empowerment and Advocacy project
titled “Integrating Legal Empowerment and Social
Accountability for improved local government
performance and governance in the districts of
Koboko, and Maracha”.

Objectives of the Project

The overall objective of this action was to promote
accountable and responsive service delivery in
the districts of Koboko, and Maracha using an
innovative blend of Legal Empowerment and
Social Accountability (LESA).

Specific project objectives include:
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social justice in health

1. To enhance communities’ capacities to
hold duty bearers accountable for
improved service delivery.

2. To enhance the capacities of duty bearers
on their roles and responsibilities in
governance for improved service delivery.

3. To build the capacity of community-based
civil society organisations (CSO) to
monitor and assess the government’s
compliance with its obligations to fulfil
economic, social, and cultural rights.

The CEHURD is employing a community
participatory approach known as the Legal
Empowerment (LE) and Social Accountability
(SA) referred to as the (LESA) approach. Social
accountability approaches leverage information,
participation, and civic engagement to demand
accountable and responsive public service
delivery. The legal approaches include,
‘promotion of human rights and social justice;
fostering grassroots education, mobilisation,
and empowerment by providing tools and
know-how to individuals and communities to
take action and seek solutions; and
strengthening participatory decision making and
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power-sharing between communities (often poor
and marginalised) and state authorities” remains
critical and should be used collectively for
sustainable results.

The
assignment will also include
documentation/establishment of the applicability
of the LESA model in improving social service
delivery.
